for the sale of a drug.

Formulary kits prepared for review by
formulary committees are exempt from
PAAB preclearance provided that the
content contained therein follows the
committee’s submission policy. Where
no formal policy exists, the materials
are exempt provided the information is
limited to that which would normally be
required to support such an application.
In such cases, the "request" for the
information is implicit.

Note that the PAAB has received
complaints from such committees
about unrequested promotion that
should have been PAABed.
